Do we check attendance and exclusions data to ensure that
pupils are being monitored for any early signs of absenteeism
or behaviour that could be linked to radicalisation?

Do we monitor and review patterns of bullying, and respond
to all types of prejudice-related incidents and derogatory
language?
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Have we applied appropriate internet filters to ensure that
pupils are safe from terrorist and extremist material when
accessing the internet?

Have we established clear protocols to ensure that any
visiting/remote speakers are suitable and appropriately
supervised?

Do we consult pupils on their views about the school, as well
as issues such as bullying and derogatory language?
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Can pupils understand and respond to risks associated with
radicalisation and extremism? Are they aware of the support
available to them?
