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Spelling Rules: Words with the prefix 're-" ‘re-" means ‘again’ or ‘back.’

Spelling Rules: The prefix 'dis-' which has a negative meaning. It often means ‘does not’ as in
does not agree = disagree.

Spelling Rules: The prefix 'mis-’ This is another prefix with negative meanings.
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Spelling Rules: Adding suffixes beginning with vowel letters to words of more than one syllable.
The consonant letter is not doubled if the syllable is unstressed.

Spelling Rules: Adding suffixes beginning with vowel letters to words of more than one syllable. If

the last syllable of a word is stressed and ends with one consonant letter which has just one
vowel letter before it, the final consonant letter is doubled.

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Spelling Rules: The /ow/ sound spelled ‘ou.” Found often in the middle of words, sometimes at the
beginning and very rarely at the end of words.

Spelling Rules: The /u/ sound spelled ‘ou.’ This digraph is only found in the middle of words.

Spelling Rule: The /i/ sound spelled with a‘y.’
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Pupils should be taught to:

- use the diagonal and horizontal strokes that are needed to join
letters and understand which letters, when adjacent to one
another, are best left unjoined

- increase the legibility, consistency and quality of their
handwriting, [for example, by ensuring that the downstrokes
of letters are parallel and equidistant, and that lines of writing
are spaced sufficiently so that the ascenders and descenders of
letters do not touch]
